DOMESTIC VIOLENCE — KANSAS STATISTICS

SERVICES PROVIDED TO VICTIMS IN 2008:

KCSDV’s 30 statewide member programs provided the following direct services for victims of domestic violence and sexual assault in 2008:

· Provided 62,900 shelter nights 

· Answered 45,000 crisis calls 

· Provided 44,000 supportive counseling hours 

· Served 23,000 victims face-to-face 

· Supported 1,700 victims needing medical assistance

· Community volunteers donated 85,000 hours serving victims 

IN ONE DAY…A SNAPSHOT OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN KANSAS

On September 17, 2008, domestic violence programs in Kansas participated in the 2008 National Census of Domestic Violence Services.  Each of Kansas’ domestic violence programs reported their service numbers on that day, which resulted in the following count:

· 912 victims of domestic violence in Kansas were served in one day

· 325 victims sought refuge in an emergency shelter or transitional housing

· 587 adults and children received non-residential assistance, including counseling, legal advocacy, and children’s support groups.

· 280 hotline calls were answered, which is more than 12 calls every hour in a 24-hour period.

· 635 individuals statewide received prevention and intervention educational training

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE NUMBERS REPORTED BY LAW ENFORCEMENT: 
The following information reflects numbers of domestic violence related incidents in Kansas in 2007, as reported by law enforcement to the Kansas Bureau of Investigation.   Please note — not all victims make a report to police, and not all law enforcement agencies in Kansas participate in this study.  
· 22,429 incidents of domestic violence in 2007 

· 7,903 protection orders were filed in 2007
· 1,124 violations of protection orders were reported in 2007
· 4,159 protection from stalking orders were filed in 2007
· 200 violations of protection from stalking orders were filed in 2007
